occasions.

served.

Other Tour Highlights
are, Nam Tok That Kham royal
park, Renu Nakhon cultural city,
border crossing between Thai-
land and Lao’ Thakhet (ferry
boat on Mekong river), etc. Na-
tionals with visa-free privilege
to Thailand can do visa runs at
this border to extend their Thai-
land stay.
